Call to Order:   4:02 
 
Usual Business 

1. Secretary’s Report: Sara:  minutes were discussed. Motion to approve the minutes was made by Chris and 
seconded by Susan 

2. Treasurer’s Report:  Cheryl presented the treasurer report and budget analysis. With the end of the food truck 
nights there has been less activity in the account. The Chuck Maguire memorial fund now has $2456 (with an 
additional $100 check having been received today). The amount of money projected to be in the account next 
February is ~$1300. Cheryl had an issue with reordering checks this last month. The end result was a charge for 
checks of $65 and a fee of $95. Cheryl will contact the bank branch where the checks were ordered to see about 
removal of the fee. 

3. Crime Report: Tony – most noteworthy were a series of reports of gun shots (4) near Indian School and Girard on 
11-1-2022 (1:34 am), 11-4-2022 (7:50 pm), 11-9-2022 (1:54 am), and at 3300 Indian School (11-11-2022 7:07 am). 
In addition Zephyr and Tony reported a white sedan driving around the park on several occasions with a young 
man throwing M-80’s from the car. Some board members suggested that this activity might be mistaken for gun 
shots. In addition, Zephyr and Ana Maria reported seeing the same white sedan making donuts at the SE corner of 
the park. Zephyr will report both the M-80 throwing issue and the reckless driving to Laura Keuhn with APD.  

4. Website:  Tony – Tony will post the latest crime report on the NPNA website. 
5. Newsletter: Parents and neighbors are organizing a tutorial group of volunteers at Montezuma Elementary, given 

the educational losses experienced from the pandemic. Chris mentioned that some programs may already be in 
existence through the Chamber of Commerce and these programs may sync with the activities going on in class. 
This tutorial group could meld with those programs. Bill will suggest to the organizers (Barb Hanrahan and 
Kathleen Atkin) that they investigate already organized options as well as considering initiating involvement on a 
volunteer basis. The call for tutoring volunteers can be placed in the newsletter when the local effort is more 
organized. In addition, Montezuma Elementary School is holding a food distribution on Dec. 12, 2022. Volunteers 
will be needed. 
 

 Old Business 
6. NP Bites Food Truck Nites:  Food truck nites are in recess until April or May. Cheryl will work with Paige beginning 

in January regarding restart of the food trucks. Adjustment to the schedule may be made for the food trucks to 
start later (late April or early May) and end sooner (mid-September). More discussion of this issues will be 
forthcoming. 



7. Chuck Maguire Memorial Fund– The Chuck Maguire Memorial fund currently has $2456 with an additional $100 
to be deposited. Memorials are still on hold. Susan will contact the City Park Department over the next few weeks. 

8. Neighborhood Watch progress:  Bill –No further updates at this time. 
9. Indian School Update/ Girard Corridor: (Bill) – Communications with Patrick Scott (SPNA), Tim Davis, Maia Mullen 

(both NCNA ) ZOOM with local politicians ( Sedillo Lopez, Chasey, Fieblekorn)  on supporting State funds request 
for $3M for Girard street re-design from the City’s landscape sub. City Councilors Benton and  Fieblekorn have 
each promised $100,000 for the Girard Corridor project; State representative Chasey and Senator Sedillo Lopez 
will supplement. 

10. Kmart Site/Carlisle Crossing Project: Mounting steel; lots of 
excavation going on. 

11. Urban Forest Guardians:  Bill –The park has been mowed 
and the camps have moved out for now. 
 

New Business: 
1. Upcoming events: see final page 
2. Slowing Indian School: (Zephyr & Chris) – With regards to 

the Indian School calming project, NCNA and SPNA have 
pledged to cooperate on the issue ; NPNA is an outlier at 
this point. Chris will work on a google survey to offer to 
residents of the Netherwood Park area to determine 
issues or concerns with proposed ideas for slowing traffic 
on Indian School prior to the annual meeting. Representative Chasey and/or city councilors will be invited to the 
annual meeting in March to be present for any discussion.  A meeting of the presidents of all three 
neighborhood associations will be arranged to consider options.  

3. Bill meets with other NA presidents quarterly.  This cooperative involvement will strengthen abilities of each 
neighborhood association and the coalition of neighborhood associations to accomplish goals (thank you, Bill!) 

4. New Board member discussions….elections March 2023.  Following the rules set out in the bylaws, a notice of 
upcoming elections will accompany the notice of the annual meeting. Nominations will be made at the annual 
meeting. 

5. Herb Denish Memorial Fund:  Diane Denish has requested a third bench on the hill at the south west corner of 
the park to honor Herb. Cheryl will make a graphic to distribute, showing the position of the bench, etc. Diane’s 
input will be sought regarding fund raising as well. 

6. Radar speed sensor; pedestrian cross walk at Mountain and Girard (could these be applied to Indian School?): 
Both topics were briefly mentioned as possible ways to increase safety of Indian School.
